General aspects ENSP@L
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 Almost half of the measures will utilize the scaled method for the
guantification of the achieved energy savings, while the rest of
measures the deemed method.

« The Ministry of Environment, Energy and Climate Change is
responsible for the planning, implementation and the monitoring
of the proposed measures in collaboration with the support of
other Ministries.

« The verification, monitoring and control method will be based on
conducting inspections from the authority, which is responsible
for planning and financing each measure separately.

* Implementation of methodology for the avoidance of the potential
double counting of the selected measures.




Challenges ENSP@L
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Limited awareness of the public, insufficient fundability from end
users and the strict evaluation criteria from the banks for
borrowing the end users.

Lack of motivation from public entities for participation and the
low technical capability of the municipalities' technical staff.

Lack of motivation from companies to participate under proposed
actions and programmes and uncertainty regarding realized
energy savings.

Continuing administrative complexity, subsequent high
transaction costs and delays, funding and liquidity problems from
the ESCOs part associated with difficulties in access to finance
(I.e. strict evaluation criteria from banks to borrow the ESCOs).
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
