4.2.3 ENSPOL National Observatory Meetings, Training Courses, 

Capacity Building Workshops  

ENSPOL has planned to organise three national observatory meetings ς one per year and per 

participating country, in which to discuss national EEO or alternative policy implementation 

issues, opportunities of improvement, statistics and market data, monitoring of EEO effects, 

etc., together with accompanying measures. In addition, ten national training courses have 

been planned to be developed. The training courses will provide substantial support to 

policy makers in deciding the best design for their country, as well as in acquiring a better 

knowledge on the effects of some design criteria adopted in other MS. The National 

observatory meetings and training courses implemented so far are the following: 

Greece: The ENSPOL National Observatory in Greece was held on the 22nd of June 2015 at 

the Greek Ministry of Reconstruction of Production, Environment and Energy, with 17 

stakeholders participating. A thorough discussion on the design, implementation and 

progress of measures within the framework of Article 7 and the transportation of the 

European Directive into the Greek legislation was implemented, with the stakeholders 

showing a high interest. More information for the event can be found on the ENSPOL 

website. 

The ENSPOL National Training Course took place in the Ministry of Reconstruction of 

Production, Environment and Energy in Athens, on the 1-3rd of July 2015. The training course 

provided information on how the available schemes work, on the main experiences in 

Europe, on the different design strategies, and on the opportunity to choose among tradable 

white certificates or simple obligations or other incentive schemes. 36 stakeholders from the 

field of energy (CRES, HEDNO, CLARUS, ELPEDISON, etc.) saw the training course as an 

opportunity to go into details with relevant European experts.
